                                                                    Report of Officers & Committees

Don Walker -- 2004 Southern Zones will be in Ft. Lauderdale. There will be 7 girls, 7 boys each in 11-12, and 13-14, and 10 girls, 10 boys in 15-18 age groups.  Total of 48 athletes. The team will stay at  the Double Tree Hotel across from the pool as we did last year.  Funding for athletes will be 100% is you have 2 “AAA” times And 75% with one “AAA” time.    

Zones open water was discussed as we have supported it in 2002 at Lake Borne when Zones was held in San Antonio.

We took 7 athletes last year to Ft. Lauderdale that swam in Open Water with 5 from the pool meet for a total of 13.
11-12 ages swam 3K and 13 & up swam 5K.  Deadline to apply for Zones this year is July 11, 2004. 

Proposall:  To qualify for Zones Open Water funding athlete must have current 1500 Freestyle “A” time OR finish in the top 6 In an open water meet at the distance for which you are applying.  Passed.

Registration & Membership. Pre meet and post meet recons for all meets with the SWIMS registration data base.  Athletes entered illegally are subject to a $100 fine per splash, USA Swimming Rule article 302.4 False Registration.   Teams must correct their registration errors and meet entries.  All Club must use the latest version of HyTec Team Manager for meet entries and have their registration data correct in Team Manager. This will eliminate entry problems.  

Resolution:  Athlete transfers must have the support of each of the clubs involved.  The club the athlete is transferring to must contact the other club to verify that the athlete is in good standing.   Communication between the clubs is required.  Passed

(note:  USA Swimming legal council has verified that the LSC cannot get involved with club disputes regarding fees owed until a court judgment has been secured against an athlete.  USA Swimming Rule article 203.6). 

Outreach Program:  A Spanish version of the Outreach Verification Form in now available on the forms page of the web site.  The second annual Cinco de Mayo meet will be held May 1 & 2 and is a signature meet for USA Swimming for minority athletes and inter city swimmers.

Age Group:   Sharon Churchin -  All Stars will be in November at University of Houston.  We were 3rd place overall and Head Coach B.J. and the coaching staff did an excellent job at the meet held in January at UT. 

Technical Committee:  David Johnson – Qualifying times were passed at the annual meeting.  This Short Course meet will have 350 swimmers. If the meet was held in San Antonio there would be about 550.  JO’s will be very large and we might consider a novice championship in 2005.  Mike Burt suggested we make the relay standards 5% softer and you have to be in an individual event to compete in a relay as you do now.  Technical Committee will review  planning for ABC meets versus free enterprise which we are now using these the past 5 years.  David ask ed if you have any thoughts for changes for next year to send him via e-mail.  

Tabled:   High School Relay swimmers if all one club would this count for LSC record.   Note:  TSA does not recognize High School Records for USA Swimming records.
